1. A minimum of 44 credits in the required courses:

Math 6 
PE/ROTC/Marching Band 4 
Fine and Practical Arts 3 
Science (Life and Physical) 6 
Electives 11 

 
2. Cumulative, weighted GPA of 2.0 or higher. 
3. Computer literacy. (grades 6 - 12) 
4. Completion of Senior Exhibition. (to be held in 

May,  2008) 
5. Maintained a record of responsible citizenship. 
 
 

Citizenship Requirements for 
Participation in Graduation 

 
1. Satisfactory citizenship (2.0 average) on the six 

and twelve week progress reports this semester. 
2. No zero tolerance violations or activities resulting 

in a five day suspension. 
3. Suspensions of fewer than five days or serious 

incidents of misbehavior must appeal to the 
School Appeal Board.

Be Aware! 
 
Students that have not attained a 2.0 cumulative 
GPA by June 16th or have not completed a 
graduation requirement (see page 1), will not 
graduate.  While the student may not participate in 
the graduation ceremony, students have until the 
end of summer school following their senior year to 
complete all requirements for a diploma from Serra 
High School.  To maintain the option of a regular 
high school diploma, a student must not be  
issued a certificate in June (Administrative 
Procedure #4770).  At a later time the student may 
earn a diploma through an Adult School or 
Community College Program. 
 
Students who have less than a 2.0 GPA and too 
many requirements to complete by the end of 
summer school may receive a certificate on June 16, 
but will not participate in the graduation ceremony.    
 

 
 
 

Recognition at Graduation 
Academic Distinction: 
Generally, a 3.5 cumulative, weighted GPA earned in 
grades 10-12.  
Honor Roll: All graduates who have attained a 3.33 
cumulative weighted GPA in grades 10-12. 
Valedictorian: The student with the highest GPA in 
the graduating class. 
Salutatorian: The student with the second highest 
GPA in the graduating class. 
California Scholastic Federation (CSF): See CSF 
Advisor, Linda Nelson, for criteria.
