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Course Description 
Algebra is the study of how concrete mathematical understanding can be developed 
through visual representation, models and algebraic concepts, relationships and their 
symbols.  Emphasis will be placed on problem solving and evaluative thinking.  We will 
cover topics as mathematical reasoning, mathematical connections, number relationships 
and systems, patterns and probability.

Course Objective 
Algebra is designed to take a step-by-step approach to learning and configuring the use of 
numbers and symbols in algebraic equations in the use of real world math.  Algebra is a 
composite course that integrates the use of everyday skills, science and math. 
 
Student Learning Objectives 
Students are to demonstrate the competency through inductive thinking skills to go from 
the specific to the general.  This translation will occur through application of instruction, 
calculations analysis and interpretation. 
 
Method of Instruction 
Lecture- class time will be spent on group instruction, individual instruction and 
cooperative learning.
